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USING YOUR RANGEHOOD

This rangehood should be turned on for a few minutes before cooking in order to establish air 
currents upward through the rangehood. This will also enable hot air removal from your kitchen 
and keep the rangehood surface cool. When heat, smoke, moisture, grease and cooking odours 
are produced, they will be carried outside instead of drifting into other rooms.

Use the low fan speeds for normal use and the higher fan speeds for high heat, strong odours 
or fumes. 

Induction cooking considerations

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CARE AND CLEANING
