A means of disconnection 
with at least a 3 mm air gap contact separation in all poles must be incorporated into 
the fixed wiring in accordance with the wiring rules, unless the local wiring rules allow for 
alternative means.

	z The benchtop is made of a heat resistant material.
	z The power supply cable is not accessible through cupboard doors or drawers.
	z There is adequate flow of cool air from the cabinetry to the base of the cooktop. You 

may ventilate from adjacent cupboards, but ensure that the available air supply will not 
be restricted.
